	How did the Apprentice Teacher allow students choice in their activities and how were these choices related to different learning styles?

Amber used a variety of instructional strategies, including whole-class Q&A, cooperative grouping during the hands-on lab, and individually-completed data charts and post lab analysis questions. 


	How did the Apprentice Teacher introduce the lesson, effectively manage time for students to progress through the activities, and summarize the lesson with the students?

The students had already been introduced to today’s lesson yesterday, so there was little in the way of providing today’s agenda and describing the overall purpose of today’s lab.


	How did the Apprentice Teacher assess individual accountability for the student work accomplished in the lesson?

During the lab, Amber visits with each group, primarily checking for procedure-related issues. Once she took care of that, she also used this time to ask several comprehension-based questions. 
In addition to the post lab analysis questions, Amber also asked students to answer three questions on a sheet of paper:

(1) What are three things that you measured in this lab?

(2) List two instances where heat was added to an object.

(3) What is the difference between the two metals?


	How does the Apprentice Teacher demonstrate an awareness of student diversity in their teaching (gender, ethnicity, students who are learning the content in a second language, accommodations for students with special needs)?

Amber uses general strategies, such as a hands-on lab activity, to increase the participation and understanding of all students. This allows students to interact with the materials as they learn about the concepts, rather than just reading from a textbook or listening to a lecture.
